For your informa)on the sec)on of the M.G.L. that pertains to pos)ngs of mee)ngs is as follows:   Except in an emergency, in addi)on to any no)ce otherwise required 

by law, a public body shall post no)ce of every mee)ng at least 48 hours prior to such mee)ng, excluding Saturdays, Sundays and legal holidays.  In an emergency, a 

public body shall post no)ce as soon as reasonably possible prior to such mee)ng.  No)ce shall be printed in a legible, easily understandable format and shall contain:  

the date, )me and place of such mee)ng and a lis)ng of topics that the chair reasonably an)cipates will be discussed at the mee)ng.  Mee)ngs of a local public body, 

no)ce shall be filed with the municipal clerk, and posted in a manner conspicuously visible to the public at all hours in or on the municipal building in which the clerk’s 

office is located.
